One piece of equipment could have saved lives and that piece of equipment is a Sirius Multigas Detector which is portable and measures for combustible, toxic and oxygen-deficient atmospheres.  The safety implications are enormous yet budgeting doesn’t allow each firefighter to have one of these detectors.  The cost of this device is expensive and but necessary in life threatening situations.  
Brian Williams is donating a Sirius detector to the Hamilton Hall #5 as a way of saying thank you to the many firefighters including his brother who put themselves in harms way on a daily basis.

In addition, Brian’s, company was privileged to be the source of providing all ‘green’ plumbing, heating HVAC systems in both the Hamilton Fire hall and the Sea Island Fire Hall. This was an incredible feat and included such things at grass on the roof to a unique system of recycling the water within the fire halls.
